1. The seventh round of informal consultations of &tagtarties to the Agreement, held
in New York, from 11 to 12 March 2008 (ICSP-7), wegqted the Secretariat, in
cooperation with the Food and Agriculture Organ@abf the United Nations (FAO), to
compile a comprehensive list of sources of avadassistance that could be accessed by
developing States to increase their capacity teeae and manage straddling fish stocks
and highly migratory fish stocks and promote a wilrticipation in the Agreemeht.

2. Accordingly, the Secretariat sought informationnfrall States regarding any fund,
programme or other vehicle for capacity-buildingaitable in their country to assist
developing States to build their capacity to comseand manage fishery resources,
including straddling fish stocks and highly mignm3tdish stocks. Further, information
was sought concerning the activities in respeettuth assistance is provided, the types
of assistance provided, any eligibility requirensettt be met by recipients, and any other
relevant information. Such information was also gidufrom international financial
institutions and relevant global and regional orgations, programmes and funds.

3. In addition, the Secretariat sought informatiomirdeveloping States regarding their

needs for assistance with respect to the conservaind management of straddling fish

stocks and highly migratory fish stocks, so thasthneeds were taken into account in the
consideration of possible measures of assistanagefeeloping States at future rounds of

the informal consultations of States parties toAjeeement.
